SALE OF SURPLUS  
WARREN COUNTY PROPERTY 

 
 WHEREAS, the County of Warren has certain property which is no longer needed and/or 
has been foreclosed for delinquent taxes and may lawfully dispose of such property through on-
line auction.   
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT REOLVED THAT, pursuant to Article 12 North Carolina 
General Statute 160A-268 & 160A-270, the Warren County Board of Commissioners will sell 
through online auction the following: 
 
 Health Department – Two office desks 
 
 The property will not be open for inspection and is being sold in “as is” condition with no 
warranties. 
 
 A minimum bid has been established per property.  The Warren County Board of 
Commissioners reserves the right to reject any or all bids, to waive informalities, and to award 
bid in the opinion of the Owner’s best interest.  All questions should be directed to:  Vincent 
Jones, Warren County Manager (252)257-3115 (8:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., Monday through 
Friday), or emailed to vincentjones@warrencountync.gov. 
 
 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Board of Commissioners authorizes the County

property;  and that advertising, describing the property, the method for bidding and the date, time 
and place for the bid opening be placed with auction site, notice in the Warren Record 
Newspaper and otherwise appropriately advertised according to law.
