Vincent Jones Warren County has been invited to participate in a new initiative from the
County Manager NC Rural Planning Program (RPP)- the Community Economic Recovery

and Resiliency Initiative (CERRI). This is a planning process for
communities to develop strategies for local economic recovery from the
impacts of COVID-19.

Once a resolution of support is passed and an MOU is signed, a local
steering committee will be formed. Ideally. Macon and Norlina will
participate as well (Warrenton, as a Main Street community, is not eligible
to participate). The RPP will work with local staff and the steering
committee to do a community assessment (including, but not limited to,
data related to the current economic situation and economic diversity),
conduct stakeholder interviews, and to a SWOT analysis.

After the assessment phase, a recovery work plan will be completed. Once
the work plan as been drafted, the steering committee will look at which
implementation services will be most beneficial for recovery based on
what’s discovered in the process.

This service is at no-charge to the county.

Recommendation

At their January 25, 2021 meeting, the EDC board unanimously voted to
recommend to the Warren County Board of Commissioners that Warren
County participate in CERRI.

The interim Economic Development Director recommends approval of
Warren County’s participation in the CERRI program, and for the Chair to
sign the resolution requesting participation in the CERRI program.
